We came back to the USA  Feb 25th. Recovered from jet lag the first week, while continuing to unpack, repair, make 
improvements to our home, get booster immunizations , medical tests and dental appointments and local church mission 
meetings in both the Antelope Valley Ca and then in Everett Wa in the weeks that followed.  We also got to see some of 
you individually and we have both enjoyed and appreciated the times together. 
  

Rex attended the Southern California Regular Baptists men's retreat at Victory Ranch last weekend, so Andrea was 
able to attend several of our grandchildren's Little League games. 
  

Like many of you we also had income taxes to do along with mission accountability reports to submit and also to 
prepare for the up coming trip to the Pacific Rim April 5-21. 

You can also probably identify with the fact that housework is never done. Outside Rex has been busy this week 
digging up the front and back lawn sprinkler systems repairing leaks and running new lines to replace the 48 year old 
plastic pipe that was original to the house. The trees and lawns have been dying and couldn’t go another month on the 
desert without water.  Then, this morning we realized the that electricity to the refrigerator and several of the kitchen 
outlets are not working, so we now have the refrigerator plugged into an extension cord and we will have to troubleshoot 
that situation as soon as we return next month as there is no time to fix that now before we leave. 
  

Along the way we've taken several trips back and forth to Burbank Airport and Los Angeles Airport for ourselves in the 
last few weeks, as well as picking up the Newharts and hosting them this week.  Luke and Jennifer Newhart, IGM 
Orphans directors, and Aubrey, their 3 month old daughter left Friday in the mission’s motor home which we had been 
using about three months a year. As they now have their new baby traveling with them on deputation we felt that it would 
be a much better use of the Lord’s assets.  Gary Newhart, our IGM Director, arrived at the same time and leaves with us 
tonight (Sunday) April 5,at 11:30 pm  out of Los Angeles for the ministry trip to New Zealand, Australia, and Indonesia.
