Dear Friends of  Ours and Our Ministry,  

What a blessing to serve God together with you and to know that you are upholding us in your prayers. It is always so 
obvious that He is using you to hold up our hearts, hands and minds in our Savior as 
life moves from one blessing (should we say miracle?) to another. We are reminded 
daily of His special hand of mercy on our lives and rejoice daily for you and for His 
answers to prayer. First let us report on the Philippines and then move on to the present. 

We left the Asia-Pacific conference of national pastors from 22 countries in 
Malaysia having been blessed and a blessing. We flew to the Philippines (PI) to 
encourage our pastors and introduce Rafael and Charing Lubaton, our new coordinators 
to our Pastors.  Arriving in Manila we were met by Ruel and Daniel Labrado, whose 

family are dear friends in the USA. They took us for a day of R+R before 
returning to the airport to fly out to the island of Cebu where our pastors 
awaited our arrival. The airport was on a full stage terrorist alert with a lot 
of tension but we were joyously welcomed! What a blessing to be back 
with our brothers and sisters again.  The next four days were like running a 
marathon as we traveled north to church and camp meetings, back to 
meet with our pastors and churches, spoke at a “mobile Bible college” 
graduation, interviewed four pastors  in one location and eight in another. 
They desired to join IGM. We met for two days with our pastors to 
introduce Rafael and Charing, review our new mission policy manual and share 150 pounds of Bible study books, reading 
glasses and clothes that many of you sent along for their ministries. They were 
blessed and encouraged by your many gifts. 

Following our days in the PI, we headed back to the US to begin working on 
our house. We have been away from it for 12 years and need to make it livable. 
Little did we know what was going to happen two days ago. Since arriving three 
weeks ago we have repaired and painted the fascias and rooms. We had the roof 
shingled, cleaned, tore out 30 year old carpet, cloroxed floors, and laid 88 yards of 
laminated flooring. Then we reworked plumbing and repaired electrical situations, 
shortened book shelves and unpacked and shelved over 3000 books!”  

As we were nearing the end, we learned that air flight costs have been reduced so we can fly to Seattle for $75!.  Not only 
that but Penske will rent us their 26’ truck for $188. Friends, we especially need our bed, refrigerator, washer and dryer. We 
also need dishes, other furniture and tools.  So . . . tomorrow – December 4 – we fly out to Seattle, join some friends (if you are 
near we need you!) to pack Friday and Saturday, attend church on Sunday and leave Sunday night to drive back to Lancaster.  
Please pray for wisdom and safety. Driving through the mountains in December can be difficult. 

Thanks again for your love and prayers.  Your support provided opportunity for us to be used of God, to think, speak and 
pray. We longed so much to feel the touch of His consuming fire – and we did!  Ultimately, as Paul said: “The blessings were 
accrued to your account and God received all the glory! (Phil. 4:17-21)

�  In addition to our normal 2009 schedule . . . 
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1. February will find us in 7 West Africa countries with our coordinator Jim Arnold surveying the fields while 
encouraging and training our pastors.  Here is what Jim wrote:   

“We leave Atlanta on Feb. 6th (Friday) and arrive in Dakar, Senegal on the 7th.  It is a direct flight and 
is only 7 hours.  We stay in Dakar at my sister’s till Monday the 
9th and fly Air Senegal to Ouga, Burkina Faso.  While in 
Senegal we can view the MK school and look at the area as I 
would really like to see a work open up here for IGM. 
We fly out on Monday, and arrive in Burkina and spend 
Tuesday and Wednesday with Lompo and fly into Togo on 
Wednesday evening the 11th.  We will spend Thursday and 
Friday, the 12th and 13th, in Togo and head for Benin on Sat 
the 14th.  We will be there for Sunday and head back to Togo 
on Monday.  Tues. the 17th we will drive to Ghana and fly out 
Wed. evening for Liberia for Thurs. and Fri. and go back to Ghana on Sat. the 21st.  We spend 
Sunday in Ghana and return to Togo on Monday and fly out to Senegal on Tues, the 24th. We go back 
to the US on the 25th. 

This will be a packed 3 weeks but really, there is no easy way to schedule this with these countries 
being so far apart.  

 
2. In April, Gary Newhart, our director feels we need to be in Indonesia, 

New Zealand and Australia to meet with IGM pastors for 
encouragement, and accountability. These ministries have never been 
visited. 

3. We will be in the eastern U.S. in May for a few weeks meeting with 
IGM Coordinators for evaluation and planning.
