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Dear Partners in Prayer, 
     Our life is intriguing to say the least! Whether we answer our door, the phone or open our mail 
(electronic or postal) we never know whether the person contacting us is local, national or global. 

We also don’t know “humanly speaking” whether the message will be for 
praise or prayer, a burden for us to counsel, or a blessing for rejoicing. 

This time the letter came in an IGM packet. It was a card from Africa, 
from Alex Bomah. Alex is a pastor who cares for the deaf, the halt, and the blind in Accra, and in the 
mountains of Ghana, West Africa. He is nearly 50 years old, single, and his mother and father are not 
Christians. He lives in a little place (10x20) with no running water, just an 
uncovered barrel and dipper outside and no kitchen. The only available “toilet” is 
200’ away on the other side of the road.  
     This spring Alex took Jim Arnold, our West Africa coordinator, and us in his 

broken-down car from the capital city of Accra up into the mountains to revisit part of his ministry.  In 
the mountains, his people earn their living by carving wood and their church is 
growing well. Their offerings, while meager by our standards, have been a 
beginning for the purchase of a small plot of land on the main road across the 
mountains. They also pay $25 a month for another plot of ground on which they 
desire to build a Christian day school. The ministry is active enough that it brought their testimony to 
the attention of their national political leader, who has not only accepted Christ but became active in 
the church leadership. Now friends, Alex and his people need our help. 

     Please pray that the Lord will continue to bring men, women, boys and girls to Christ through Alex’s 
ministry. If together we could raise a few thousand dollars, it would encourage our brothers and sisters 
in Christ, as they must purchase concrete, lumber and other basic building materials. They manually dig 
their church foundation through rock with iron bars, break tons of rock into gravel with claw hammers 
and make concrete/mud blocks by hand. Please pray that the Lord will burden the hearts of some to 
send money and please give as you can. 
     Beloved, we don’t often ask you to give to a project. We know that you have many financial 
responsibilities and we are so thankful for your care for Christ’s work through us 
     Last year we brought John and David Orinda, and their slum ministry in Nairobi, Kenya to your attention and you not 

only met their need but powerfully moved their ministry forward. 
     This letter we are now writing has been a long time coming as we have waited on the 
Lord. Now it seems that we have His leading and are thus sharing it with you. We 
realize that His leading for us to mention this ministry doesn’t mean you must send 
money. We only ask you to give as you can and join together with us and them in prayer 
that God will raise up the funds to help our brothers and sisters move forward for Him.
